At Charsfield Primary School, we believe reading is the key that unlocks the door to all future learning. The more children read, the better they tend to achieve;
and this has a huge, knock-on, positive impact on their confidence, self-esteem and life-chances.
We encourage all pupils to read widely across both fiction and non-fiction genres so that: they develop a love of reading; benefit from the cultural capital stories
provide; become familiar with the rich language of storytelling; learn more about the world around them and their place within it; fire their imaginations and
spark their creativity; and build solid foundations for a life-time of learning.
We know that an appreciation and love of reading supports children to gain knowledge across the curriculum. We aim to teach reading skills explicitly,
sequentially and systematically in order to help them develop both the mechanical, decoding skills and the comprehension skills they need to access ever more
complex texts. It is our intention to ensure that, by the end of their primary education, all pupils are able to read fluently and with confidence, so that they can
fully access the learning at high school.
